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The school year 1924-"25 saw only six of the regular teachers back. In addition to replacing

the five who did not return, one more teacher was added to the staff, bringing the total up to
twelve regular teachers and a supervisor of music. In spite of the fact that half of the teachers
were new to Laredo High School, the year was started off in splendid fashion. All of the new
teachers, while strangers to [aredo, were not ngewcomers to the profession.

This year's faculty is without a doubt of a higher rank than any in the history of the
school. Out of the eleven classroom teachers, ten have college or university degrees, and all
except one hold permanent certificates, the other certificate being a first grade. Besides high
scholastic qualifications, each teacher has had special training in the subjects she teaches. The
strength of the faculty is evident when it is known that every member had to pass the qualifica-
tions of the Southern Association of Colleges and Secondary Schools in order that Laredo High
might secure admission.

Miss Henry, algebra teacher, was forced to resign at the close of the first semester. This
was a big blow, as Miss Henry in her year and half stay had made an enviable record as an
instructor and adviser. However, Miss Butts, a graduate of the University of Texas, was secured
to take Miss Henry's place, and she, in spite of the disadvantage of beginning at mid-term, has
done splendid work. ;

The faculty this year. in addition to discharging well the regular duties, has made special
efforts to increase the scholastic standing of the school. Besides the four new subjects added
this year, affiliation will be asked for in two additional subjects, bringing the number of new
credits sought up to four and a half. Ewvery member has worked faithfully toward securing
the additional recognition asked for, particularly the acquiring of the fourth unit in English.

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OUR TERM OF OFFICE

When George Washington, our great statesman and leader, became Pres-
ident of the United States. he had numerous problems to confront him: he had
to settle matters of great weight and moment; he had the responsibility of laying
the foundation of this glorious Republic. This, however, did not hinder the
realization of his cherished ideals, for, with everlasting courage and optimism
he overcame all the difficulties which he encountered and lived to see his coveted
aims crowned with the laurels of victory.

We were soon given an opportunity to display our intellectual ability as
head of the Literary Section of the Live Wire. Very interesting and thrilling
stories (which were characteristic of our spirit) appeared in this issue. We
clearly exhibited our ability to work and to do whatever was assigned us.

At the outset of our junior year only fifty-one juniors were enrolled. Being
too dignified, and not wishing to intermingle with those of inferior rank, we
did not take part in ducking the fish, but viewed with interest what was taking
place.

Our interest in the social phase of school life led us to have a party. The
baseball boys from Laredo and Falfurrias were honor guests; the party was
believed to be one of the most brilliant in the history of the High School.

As Juniors, we were now taking a leading part, not only in the social
functions, but also in athletic activities. The sophomores were defeated by us
in a hard game by the scorz of 9 to 4. After the baseball season was over we
had a record of winning more class baseball games than any other class in
the High School.

At last the time came when we were given an opportunity to shoulder
greater responsibilities. The editing and managing of the Live Wire passed into
our hands. Oscar Lightner was appointed editor and Felipe Kazen, business
manager. The brilliant juniors showed their literary ability by issuing six of
the best editions of the “‘Live Wire'' ever published.

Still further we had reasons to feel proud because we were the first class to
wear a standard ring; also because the banquet we gave the seniors was a splendid
one and without precedent in the annals of the history of Laredo High.

We are now forty-nine dignified and respected seniors.  We at last have
learned to take the initiative, and to set an example that would serve to guide
other classes. As a testimony of this, we recall that we were awarded an honor for
being the first class to be 100 in the Journal subscription campaign.

At the Texas High School Press Association, the Laredo High School
Journal received honorable mention, and since the Journal was under senior
supervision, we felt that the honor was largely bestowed upon us.

The fact that we have the best essayist in school, the best boy debaters, and
best boy declaimer, still further shows that we have worked for the fulfilment of
our motto, “"Work, never weaken, win.” Our record shows that we have
achieved fame and honors. Certainly we can feel proud because we have done
our best to maintain the standards of our school.

Now, as seniors, we believe our day has come: our untiring efforts have been
rewarded; the desired goal has been reached. Our term of office is over. Like
Washington, we have fought with true determination and heroism, the hard
painstaking tasks which have confronted us during these four years, and at

last, we have reached that which was the object of our most eager and ardent
desire: “GRADUATION."

Nearly fifty of the boys took part in the attack on City Hall, while a |
number of others plaved the role of cowboys, and appeared in parts of the parade.
The Noche Mexicana, a night in Mexico, was the big event of the Celebration. This great
spectacle, staged on the plaza across from the High School, proved to be of great interest to the
thousands of visitors. Great throngs were attracted to this event the two nights it was in
progress. A number of L. H. S. students appeared in the various attractions as “‘senoritas’ and
“caballeros.”

Some of the scenes represented in the Noche Mexicana were cascades and falls, the Floating
Garden of Mexico City, a volcano, a Mexican castle, and a number of parties and social gather-
ings. The Military Band of the Mexican Republic furnished the music. Singing, dancing, and
Spanish games were carried out by the men, women, and children, all dressed in native costumes. - I
The High School entered a float in the grand street parade. The float was made to represent
three famous historical belles of American history, namely, the Puritan Belle, the Colonial Belle.
and the Modern Belle. In the center of the float was hung an exact replica of the Liberty Bell. )
The decorations were in red, white, and blue, the background being of white and the trimming of
red and blue. The two front wheels were covered with a star design in the same three colors.
The float was awarded fourth place in its division.
Individual honors carried off by the Laredo High School students in the Celebration festivities
were as follows: Rosita Applewhite won second place for most typical Indian Girl; Sam Woods
won first place for best Indian Boy under fourteen: Maurice Matthews won first place for best
Indian; Agnes Garcia won second place and Tasse Vidaurri won fourth place for best-appearing
girls in the Parade; Perry Jefferies and Harry Andrews were in Bob Honeyman's comic band,
which won first place in its division:; and Tasse Vidaurri won second place in one of the Noche
Mexicana events.
The attack on City Hall by a tribe of hostile Indians, made up of High School students and
under the leadership of four Army Post men, was pronounced a big success on account of the
quick, decisive action, and the willingness of the tribe to obey commands. The Band was nick-
named the Dirty Feet Tribe: the name proved to be popular and significant. Felipe Kazen,
Oscar Lightner, and Edward Joseph acted as scouts, and accordingly won the honor of being the i
fearless scouts of the Dirty Feet Tribe, /
There were many attractions on the Mexican side of the Rio Grande. most noteworthy of
which was the Bull Fight. More than seven thousand people crowded into the Bull Ring to
witness this unique and fascinating affair.
The Celebration was brought to a close by 2 pyrotechnic display held on the banks of the '
Rio Grande River, below the High School Building. It is estimated that fifty thousand witnessed
this part of the program. The feature part of the fireworks display was the representation of
Washington and the American Flag, in our national colors.

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THE INTER-CLUB CONTEST

Allegro gained the decision over
the Nike Club, represented by Mary Cook and Roberta Biggio. In the match for runners-up
the Nike was victorious.

In the Spelling Contest the Allegro Club, represented bv Guadalupe Cabrera and Josephine
Zapata, won first place, and the Nulli Secundus team, composed of Elena Gonzalez and Dolores
Allen, second place. In the boys' contest, the Poe team, Edward Joseph and Sam Woods, won
first place, and the Patrick Henry Club, Leopoldo Coronado and Nicanor Valdez, second. Sam
Woods was declared the best speller among both the boys and girls.

In the girls" Essay Contest, Phyllis Ellis and Ada Johnson of the Nike Club won first
and second places respectively, while Ana Maria Garcia of the Allegro Club captured third.
Felipe Kazen of the Patrick Henry Club, Amado Cavazos of the Thomas Jefferson Club, and
Leopoldo Coronado of the Patrick Henry Club, won places in the boys essay contest in the
order named.

In the girls’ declamation finals, among five contestants, Sara Leal of the Allegro Club won
first; Josephine Daiches of the Nulli Secundus, second: and Lillian Withoff of the Allegro
Club, third. In the boys’ finals, Jack Taylor of the Patrick Henry Club was first; Shelby
Longoria of Poe Club, second; and Alphonse Leyendecker, Patrick Henry. third. Sara Leal
and Jack Taylor then defeated the Junior High and won the right to go to the district.

Winners of the Extemporaneous Speaking Contest for girls were Bama Lee Bradley of the
Nike Club, first; Guadalupe Cabrera of the Allegro Club, second; and Etta Mae Niendorff of the
Nike, third. In the boys' division, Amado Cavazos of Thomas Jefferson, was first; Edward
Joseph of Poe, second; and Leopoldo Coronado of Patrick Henry, third.

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THE 1925 LA PITAHAYA

Inspired by the success of last year's La Pitahaya the senior class carly in the year took
up the task of equaling, if not bettering, the 1924 annual. Early in the year Jack Campbell
was elected editor-in-chief and Felipe Kazen manager, with full power to call on the senior
class for a full staff. Immediately the chosen leaders set to work to organize and to begin
actual planning and building. Contracts for engraving and printing were let ecarlier than
any year heretofore, and the stafl was off to a flying start.

DBy the
Christmas holidays practically all the prints were on hand, ready to be assembled and arranged
on the panels. Progress at this point was such that a big saving was affected in early discounts.
The staff was determined to profit by the mistakes made by last year's class, and accordingly
they secured all the information that they possibly could, especially the report of the judges
of the 1924 annual at the Texas High School Press Association meet. While this year's
book will no doubt contain its share of errors, the staff has no apologies to make, for it has
done its best to iron out all the defects it possibly could. y

A special effort has been made to keep the 1925 Pitabhaya free from commercial art work,
and the only assistance received in this way has been penciled sketches of the more difficult
designs, practically all of which, however, have ben inked in by the local staff. The book
contains no stock panels, nor stock work of any kind, and h
wholly by the staff.

Also, the 1925 year book differs from all the past volumes in the respect that the humor
is original and wholly contributed by the student body. An attempt has been made to discourage
the use of exchange materials or jokes copied from other publications.

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THE LAREDO HIGH SCHOOL JOURNAL
1924-'25

The High School newspaper staff of the class of '25 took over the seventh
volume of “The Live Wire" on Februuary, 1924, They were successful in
their undertaking, although they had some difficulty in keeping it up to the
standard to which it had been raised by the Senior Class of '24. All hardships
were, however, overcome, and at the end of the session, the paper was not only
up to the standard in literary worth, but a surplus of funds had been accumu-
lated, due to the activity of the business staff.

At the end of the school year 1923-24, “The Live Wire”’ as a paper came
to an end, and the next term, the ‘““Laredo High School Journal”™ appeared in
its place. The new publication, while the same in most respects, was a decided
improvement over the old one in size and appearance. It was a five-column six-
page paper.

The first issue of the Journal for the term 1924-25 was received with much
enthusiasm. A subscription campaign was conducted in the school, and it was
carried out with great success. The business manager promised each room that
went 100% in the drive a small pennant, and nearly every room earned one of
the prizes. The seniors were the first to reach the goal set.

By means of contributions, room reporters, club reporters and department
editors, the paper was made an all-student puublication. Heretofore the work
had mainly rested on the adviser, editor, and the business manager, but this
year’s staff has tried to get away from this by making all the students take
part in producing the paper.

By November 15 four editions of the paper had been issued, and the Journal
was officially entered in the Texas High School Press Association contest. Al-
though the Journal failed to win a place, three out of the four judges ranked
it among the five best high school newspapers of the state. Four delegates were
sent to the convention at Baylor College, one of whom was the editor of ““La
Pitahaya” for the year of '25. Much useful information and material were
obtained by the delegates, a fact which will doubtless help to bring up the
standard of both the paper and the annual.

In March of this year, the Journal was turned over to the Class of '26.
The new staff has completely reorganized the administration of the paper, so
that hereafter the publication will be much simpler and more efficient. The re-
sults will be what naturally follow in the wake of good organization and
codperation.

Much credit is due to Mr. Seyfried, Adviser: Oscar Lightner, Editor-in-
Chief: and Felipe Kazen, Manager, for the splendid condition the paper is now
in, both for its high ranking as a school publication, and its favorable financial
condition. These three have worked tirelessly in behalf of the Journal during
the past year, and their success will remain as a bright page in the history of the
Laredo High School Journal.
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THE 1924-'25 STUDENT COUNCIL

The 1924-25 Student Council was not organized until well on in the year.
At the outset there were very few problems that required student legislation and
nothing was done to actively organize the Council. However, the splendid work
done by this organization the previous year again warranted the formation of
such a body. This year a new method of choosing members was decided upon.
As was the custom heretofore the presidents of the various classes automatically
became members, as direct representatives of the student body. In addition to
the one member, each class was allowed enough other members to bring the total
to the same as the number of sections into which the class was divided. This
gave each of three upper classes two members, and the freshmen three. The dis-
advantage of permitting the first-year men to have the most members was offset
by the fact that only the class president was entitled to a vote, while all the
members from the other classes were each given the right of ballot. The other
members were chosen by the class advisers in such a way that each room would
have a representative.

‘The purpose of the Council this year has been practically the same as last,
the chief duties being to look after school property, assist in making rules and
regulations applicable to the school as a whole, and to bring the faculty and
students closer together on common problems:

‘The Council meetings were held with Mr. Seyfried in charge, in his office.
Each member was given an opportunity to discuss any problem he wished to,
and to bring before the gathering any matters that he deemed in need of atten-
tion. In case of doubt of the will or wish of the section which the member rep-
resented, he was given an opportunity to go back to them for further instruction.
In case of disagreement all questions were put to a vote or else turned over to
the faculty for final settlement. All the problems that came up were handled
orderly and in a manner suitable to the best interest of the school.

This year's Council was made up of nine members, five boys and four girls.

Gadberry's Advisory).
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THE LAREDO PUBLIC SCHOOL ATHLETIC COUNCIL

At the opening of the school year a group of men, representative of the Com-
mercial Clubs and business men of the city, met and decided to organize a council
to assist in financing and managing Laredo Public School Athletics. The move-
ment grew out of the efforts of Mr. James F. Ross, oil operator, to aid athletics
in the City Schools. The result of the first meeting was the securing of the sup-
port and backing of the Commercial Clubs. Accordingly three members were
chosen from each of the three luncheon clubs, namely, Rotary, Kiwanis, and
Lions. Six other members were also chosen, three to represent the City Schools,
and three to represent the business men not included in the membership of the
clubs. The following were chosen to represent the various groups:

Rotary Club: Doctor McCulloch, W. L. Guyler, and Ney Brewer.

Kiwanis Club: J. W. Graves, E. G. Clingenpeel, and W. W. Stein.

Lions Club: J. L. Dannelley, Frank Hill, and O. E. Ribe.

Non-club business men: O. L. Longoria, Charles Richter, and J. F. Ross.

Laredo Public Schools: L. J. Christen, J. E. Seyfried, and J. J. Rice.

At the second meeting of the Council, E. G. Clingenpeel was elected Pres-
ident; J. W. Graves, Vice President;: W. .W. Stein, Secretary; and Charles
Richter, Treasurer. After installation of the officers, a constitution was drawn
up and committees were appointed to represent all the phases of the work to be
accomplished. Budgets were submitted by both the Senior and Junior High, the
two totaling $2500. After going over the budgets in detail it was decided to
limit the amount to $2000 this year, which amount, it was agreed, should be
raised as soon as possible. In order to secure the amount asked it was voted
that the Council personally conduct the sale of season tickets. The adult and
student ticket sales totaled about $1500; and the balance was left to be raised on
paid admissions at the gates. .

The Council plans to hold at least four meetings each year, and oftener if
necessary. It has as its chief aim assisting with the financing of the Junior and
Senior High Athletics. However, its interest and help are intended to include
any phase of athletics that is in need of the attention and support that the
Council is in a position to render.

The work accomplished this year is worthy of note and praise. Sufficient
funds have been on hand to carry out the program outlined, and there is little
doubt that a balance will remain in the treasury at the close of the year. The
Council has been particularly active in securing moral support for the High

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SHIRT TAIL PARADE

On Friday, Oct. 17, the night before the first home football game, there was assembled at the
High School the largest crowd that has ever in the history of the school taken part in a Shirt
